PRESIDENTõS MESSAGE: FORWARD AND RELAXED By Loretta Lucas  
 

òCalm, forward and straightó - General Alexis 

LõHotte, Ecuyer en Chef at Saumur from 1864 to 

1870 

 

We have all heard the admonition to òRide your 

horse forward!ó  Yet, we also seek relaxation.  

Seeking both almost seems contradictory. Often I 

see horses in the competitive arena that look so 

relaxed ð droopy ears (or ears listening the rider), 

swinging along, so pleasant to watch.  Other times I 

see horse s in the competitive arena that look so 

relaxed ð droopy ears (or ears listening the rider), 

TOO pleasant to watch.  The difference? Horse #1 is 

Forward and Relaxed.  Rider # 2 has confused 

Relaxation with a Lack of Forward.  

 

How do we tell when we have confused Relaxation 

and Lack of Fo rward?  In fact, just what IS 

òForwardó? We still hear the term, but it is not used 

as much officially these days. In fact, candidates in 

the L Education Program are discouraged from 

using it!   

 

The USDF Glossary of Judging Terms defines forward 

as:  
To or toward the direction that is ahead or in front of 

the horse, or moving or tending toward that direction. 

Forward indicates the direction in which the horse 

goes (in contrast to sideways, backward, or standing 

still); it does not indicate how he gets ther e. 

References to specifics such as impulsion, energy, 

reach, length of stride, and tempo more accurately 

express how the horse should proceed in a forward 

direction.   

 

Here is a quick quote from Gary Rockwell, taken 

from the 2011 Symposium: òIn dressage, òforwardó 

means òinto the direction of the bit.ó Although some 

trainers and judges use the phrase òneeds to be 

more forward,ó a more accurate statement would 

be òneeds more energy.ó So, the IDEA of Forward is 

moving with energy and impulsion.  There we go.    

 

But what about relaxation?  Relaxation is so 

important that it forms the second step of the 

Training Pyramid.  But look at the FIRST step ð Rhythm 

with Energy and Tempo.  Energy is an important 

component of relaxation! Impulsion comes later, as 

the hor se is stronger and has embraced the 

concept of connection, but even so, those higher 

steps are not isolated form the base levels.  A bit of 

impulsion is expected even in the Intro tests.  

 

So of course we can have a horse moving with 

energy and impulsion w hile being relaxed.  These 

horses are a joy to watch.  I think of that marvelous 

musical freestyle by Blue Hors Matine e:

She was clearly enjoying it!  The problem is when we 

have SO much Relaxation that we have lost the 

Forward ð we have lost the Energy and Impulsion.

How do you know if you have both Relaxation a nd 

Forwardness?  For me, it is the feeling that the horse 

is really pushing from behind.  The energy is coming 

into my hands and recycling.  He is light and easy to 

steer, and willing to follow my aids.  He is not 

hanging on my hands, but neither is he abs ent ð as 

Lilo Fore said, òAn empty rein is not light, an empty 

rein is no contact.ó I can relax my driving aids, and 

he continues to move forward with energy and 

impulsion.  

 

When you ride, do you feel your horse pushing from 

behind?  Is he willing to go fo rward, and is his MIND 

willing as well?  Is he THINKING forward? Is he 

reaching out with his front legs, and tracking up with 

his haunches? Do his hind legs come under him at 

the canter, or is he leaving them out behind 

somewhere? If you stop pressing ever y step, will he 

continue, or does he slow down, downshift to 

another gait or even stop? If so, you might have 

sacrificed Forward to find Relaxation.  Perhaps a 

hack out, or a day of cavaletti  or some obstacles 

will refresh his interest in the arena work.  Try to find 

the key to your horseõs Forward thought.
