Recently a friend and |, comparing teen crushes and
the deep love between long  -married couples, found
the phase "Attached or Connected" to perfectly
describe the difference. Attachment implies that

one can't survive without the other dachild is
"attached" to their teddy bear. Being Connected,
however, is a deeper, emotional knowing of the

other person.

But of course, | write about Dressage here,  and | find
the comparison of Attachment or Connection to be

very valid. Are you "Attached" to your horse, or are

you truly "Connected"?

Beginning riders and horses young in their training are
usually Attached. The direct rein aid attaches the
rider t o the horse, telling him to turn or stop. Over

time, the direct rein is refined into the neck rein in
western traditions or the outside reinin  Dressage. The
most advanced riders talk about feeling Connected

to their horse 9 what do they mean? Don't they use
the reins?

To be Connected when riding is to feel that your

entire body communicates with the horse. Your legs
fall softly at his sides, your seat (from pelvis to upper
thigh) is relaxed in the saddle, your upper arms fall
along your torso and your  lower arms become part
of the rein. Your elbow is the key & it belongs to both
the horse's mouth and your seat, transmitting the

most nuanced of cues  d and strength in your back
prevents "static" on the line. Your entire body
communicates, seamlessly, wit h your horse.

Likewise, his body communicates seamlessly with

you. You feel his back raise under you. Subtle
imbalances are aided towards correctness without
thought 0 a knee stands up the shoulder that is falling
in, a soft calf brings the haunches und  er. Closing the
hand (not pulling the rein) and lifting your chest
rebalances him in a half halt. There is, indeed, a

deep, emotional, almost psychic, Connection

between you. Watching Laura Graves and

Verdades, Steffen Peters and Ravel, or Charlotte
Dujard in and Valegro & the Connection is obvious.
The aids are not. There is no hint of "Attachment" d
only the true communication of Connection.

As developing D ressage riders, we aspire to this. Do
not despair, though. We worry that while

Connection is the third step on the Training Pyramid,
just above the fundamentals of Relaxation and
Rhythm, it is not something to be mastered before

you can move on. Like all steps on the Pyramid,
Connection is revisited and refined over and over
again as the rider and ho rse develop over time. It
helps me to think of the Pyramid as more of an

Escher stairway. We travel both up and down the
Pyramid as the moment requires, as the horse tells us,
through the exquisite communication of Connection.

The next time you ride, th ink about establishing a
Connection rather than an Attachment. It helps me
to close my eyes (or soften my focus) and bring the
whole horse to my attention, usually at the halt or at
the walk (of course be safe!l). Feel the entire horse
through your body, as an old married couple deeply
feels and knows their partner. Be Connected.

WANTED: HORSES WITH BACK PAIN

Does your horse suffer from back pain? The Equine
Studies students at College of Central Florida are
conducting a clinical study of micr ocurrent therapy
to alleviate lower back pain (sacroiliac region
specifically).

Candidate horses will be screened for 6 clinical signs
of sacroiliac pain, and those selected for the study
will be randomly assigned to control or treatment
groups.

Following the study, all control horses will receive a
microcurrent unit, so that all horses are eventually
treated with the device. Horses selected for the
study will wear the battery -operated device for 8
hours daily, for 14 days.

Students will evaluate the horses on day 7 and 14 of
the study. While wearing the device, horses should
be stabled, but otherwise can be ridden, turned out

or handled as normal.
